PURPOSE AND SCOPE
‘Users of the Latin language (or English)—and it is these that I have now undertaken to instruct—need two others, Hebrew and Greek, for an understanding of the divine scriptures, so that recourse may be had to the original versions if any uncertainty arises from the infinite variety of Latin (or English) translators. St. Augustine, De Doctrina Christiana (On Christian Teaching) II.34, translated by R. P. H. Green (Oxford: Oxford University Press, 1997).’

This course is based on the premise that "all Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, reproof, correction, and training in righteousness, in order that the person of God may be thoroughly equipped for every good work" (2 Tim 3:16-17). Although we will affirm the inspiration, authority, and absolute trustworthiness of all Scripture, we also recognize that the ability to read and analyze Greek grammar and syntax is essential for a valuable reading of the New Testament. Developing skills in New Testament Greek enables one to approach the text first hand rather than be dependent on a translation. This basic encounter will increase originality and insight.  Furthermore, proficiency in Hellenistic Greek opens a door to Greek culture, improves ones understanding of English, develops discipline, and enhances ones intellectual capacity.

OPPORTUNITIES

1. Build Greek vocabulary down to words appearing eighteen times or more (660 words).
2. Develop translation skills beyond that gained in elementary Greek.

3. Expand your understanding of the significance of case, tense, voice, and mood in the 
    interpretation of the New Testament.
4. Apply these principles in a translation of portions of Mark and Romans as well as all of 

    1 Thessalonians.
5. Gain the skill necessary to advance to Readings in Hellenistic Greek and/or Intermediate
    Greek II

ACTION AND EVALUATION 

My intent is to set high standards and encourage you to accept the invitation to meet those standards.

1. Quizzes: The weekly quizzes will cover material from Wallace, class lecture material, translation, and vocabulary (660 words), with a particular emphasis on vocabulary. At least the two lowest quiz grades will be dropped to accommodate possible absences. No other provision will be made for missed quizzes. There will be no makeup of quizzes.

2. Daily translation will be graded in class. 

3. Exams: Two major exams will be given (Oct 24) and the final exam (Monday, Dec 15, 1:00-3:00 p.m.). Make-up exams will be given only in extreme cases (e.g., illness, death in family, participation in an official University activity).  In such cases exams should be made up within one week of the date of the scheduled exam.  
4. Grading: The final grade will be based on the two exams (200 pts), quizzes (100 pts), and translation (100 pts).

Attendance and class participation will also be considered in the final analysis of grades.

5. Absences & Tardiness: If you choose to take advantage of the opportunities offered in this course, then I will expect you to attend every class. My responsibility to this community is to make the course worth your time. If you determine I am failing in my responsibility, please make your feelings known to me. I will do the same with you. Also, I will strive to begin class on time; I expect you to be here when we begin. You must be a responsible member of this community of Greek students.
